We are a group of friends from Rota, and went fo
Galicia when the Prestige's black tide arrived to the Costa de
la Muerte.

We went out from Rota to Galician coasts for a week.
When we arrived to Finisterre, we contacted with the responsi-
ble of cleaning the affected beaches. He told us that we would
begin tomorrow morning and in relation to sleeping, we had to
talk with Rose and Moncho, two neighbours from the nearest
town. While we went to the house, we could see the beach
covered with the oil. It was desolating.

With the first light of the day, we woke up and had
breakfast and quickly we went out to the town square, where
there was a lot of Spanish and foreign peocple to help in the
cleaning tasks. The responsible gave us the working tools,
and then we started the hard work in the coast. At lunch time,
we used to go to a ver to eat something and, after that, we re-
turned to the beach at night. We did the same during the four
days. The works finished for us when other three people from
Cadiz arrived with the same illusion to help with the black tide
disaster,

After living some days in this dark environment we can
say that this experience was as constructive as sad.

In Conclusion. Estonia has been subjugated by
big nations like the Germans, the Russians, the
Swedes, the Danes and the Polish for several cen-
furies. Estonia has gained independence twice.
Nevertheless Estonians have preserved their cul-
tural inheritance, their own customs and traditions.
Estonians live in many different parts of the world:
in Sweden, Germany, Canada, the Russian Federa-
tion, the Ukraine, Australia and elsewhere, There
are different reasons for that. More than 60 000
people fled the country and setfled in other places
in Western Europe. Ermest Hemingway has said:
"In every port you can meet at least one Estonian.”
The minorities {mainly the Baltic Germans, Esto-
nian Swedes living by the sea, these Finns and
Russians) whose ancestors had lived in Estonia for
many centuries were suppressed as well,
Deportation left a big mark in Estonian history.
Human losses were big, moral losses even more
bigger Who takes responsibility for that, who is
being accused. The Soviet Union ruined the politi-
cal system, the economy and left impact on the cul-
tural inheritance of our country. Who are the per-
sons guilty of that crime! Ordinary people
(nerghbours, the envious ones etc.) betrayed others,
saying they were enemies. In retumn they could
have the deportees farms and goods or were given
better jobs. Leaders of deportation pretend that
they de not know anything or they have just forgot-
ten. They have no conscience about their behaviour
and deeds. But thousands of people suffered from
hunger and cold. Thousands of men died in prison
camps.

What was life like in a comrunist state? People in
the West know what the situation in East-Germany
was. It was similar to the situation in Estonia-the
same system. Ordinary people had to work hard in
the fields, on collective and state farms, in facto-
ries, At the same time top communists lived like in
the paradise-no need to work, no problems, no
worries. People lived behind "the fron wall* and
they did not know anything about life and people
in other parts of the world.

Still some of Estonians went to church at Christ-
mas Time, celebrated the Christmas. They risked
their lives listening to foreign radio stations
(American Voice In Europe). When caught they
were sent to Siberia.

Estonia has received no kroons (dollars, euros) as
for compensation from Russia. And nobody has
been punished for giving out fictitious deportation
orders, People should not forget their past
‘We have to tell our descendants about life in this
peried. We must do that in memory of our ances-
tors. In our calendar we have included the Deporta-
tion Day in commemoration of those who suffered
in Sibena.

Bereits im Jahr davor beschédftigten wir uns mit Problemen in den Klas-
sen. Manche Schiiler behandelten einige ihrer Mitschiiler abwertend und
grenzten sie aus.

UN PROYECTO PARA LA PAZ Y LA NO VIOLENCIA
Con el inicio del afio 2002 las sombras gue se cemian
sobre el mundo coma consecuencia de los atentados de
las Torres Gemelas de Nueva York eran méas que
patentes. La localizacién en nuestra localidad de una
base americana nos acercaba de manera muy particular a
la guerra que se preparaba en irak.

La escuela, pensamos muchos, no era sélo un lugar en el
que instruir @ nuestros alumnos sobre los aspectos
basicos de distintas disciplinas, sino gue también era el
ambitc en el se forjan ciudadan@s a los que tratamos de
ensefiar un conjunto de valores que las sociedades
avanzadas como la eurcpea consideran inherentes al
concepto de ciudadania, tales como la tolerancia, el
pensamiento critico, etc...

La Paz por tanio, tan cuestionada en aquel contexto, era
un valor que la escuela no podia dejar vacio de contenido
reduciéndoio a 1o puramente nominal.

En este confexto un grupo de profesores quisimos alentar
a nuestros alumn@s a conocer y comprender la realidad
que les habia tocado vivir y a observarla ¢con una mirada
critica y orientada por los valores universales humanos.
Haciéndonos eco de la existencia de un Proyecto de Paz,
promovido por la Consegjeria de Educacion y Ciencia de la
Junta de Andslucia, nos sumamos a &l planteando un
Proyecto de Paz y Noviolencia propic que ponia su
acento en aquelia mirada que desedbamos transmitir.

Los peores presagios se cumplieron v la guerra dio
comienze c¢ofl la participacién estratégica de la base
aercnaval de nuestra localidad.

Multiples fueron las aclividades que se desarroliaron en el
centro: montajes creativos que ftrataron de despertar el
interés por analizar la coyuntura del momento, se
proyectaron documentales, actividades tutoriales, elc...;
culminando c¢en una manifestacién multitudinaria en fa
que la totalidad de la comunidad escolar se fundid en un

rotundo No ala guerra .

El Proyecto se estructuraba en dos afios y al siguiente la
realidad nos golped de nuevo con fuerza y cercania. En
Octubre de 2003 en nuestra costa tenia lugar la mayor
tragedia del fenémenc de la inmigracién que nos llega en
“pateras” desde Africa a través del Estrecho de Gibraltar.
Las duras imagenes de los cadaveres en las playas que
cotidianamente nos sirven de esparcimiento provoco toda
una reaccién en nuesiro centro de protesta por les hechos
acaecidos exigiendo la intervencidon de las distintas
autoridades.

Incluso el Defensor del Pueble de la Unién europea
intervino movide por los muliiples e-mails enviados por
nuesiros escolares.

El centro vivid unos meses de desberdante actividad
donde programas de radio y televisién se hicieron eco de
nuestras propuestas pedagdgicas, culminando con una
manifestacién por la tolerancia intercultural en la playa,
asi como con la intervencion del Defensor del Pueblo de
Andalucia en una conferencia dirigida a aquellos alumnos
nuestros que tantas veces le habian reclamado a través
de correos electrdnicos su intervencion para exigir los
mas basices derechos para los inmigrantes.

La repercusion del Proyecto de Paz ha calado en cierta
medida en la comunidad escolar de toda la localidad de
Rota, pues este curso iniciamos un nuevo Proyecto de
Paz Integral con caracter bianual en el que participan
todos los centros escolares publicos de ia localidad con la
impticacion de multiples instituciones y ONGs movidos
todos por el desec de hacer posible en las aulas ofra
mirada de la realidad.

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EL HORROR DE LA GUERRA

ESPANOLA

(1936-1939)

My great-great-grandfather was called Domingo

Reyes Nifio, he was father of six children: Manuela, Car-
men, Manolo, Rafael, Domingo and Juan, and his wife
was called Margarita Pefla. He was a farming lessee of
“mayeteria”” lands. One year, deceived by their lessor, he
had to pay twice for the rent of the lands; he wasn’t a man
that had too many longings of freedoms, but with their
wife's death and the previously noted event, he decided to
enlist in an union of farmers belonging to the CNT in or-
der to, as he said: “fight for the rights -of their children’s
rights, and for those’s that had been deceived as him”.
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At that ime few people knew how to read and to
write, he was one of them. That easiness in expression
and culture made him become secretary of this union.
At the beginning of the war, when the revolis exploded,
he found out that all union leaders would be captured,
so he escaped as a fugitive to the field, where he re-
mained hidden during a time. Buf he knew that their
children were being bothered to reveal the place where
their father was hidden, so he decided to surrender.

Once they captured him, he was taken in a
truck together with twelve more people from Rota to
the Prison of Puerto de Santa Maria, where he was im-
prisoned during a time. According to recently found
papers, he was taken to Cadiz to be judged and he was
absolved. However, one afternoon they were brought
again to the jail of Rota and af midnight they shot them
in a still unknown place.

My great-grandmother Carmen had heard ru-
mours that this place was near to the cemetery of
Puerto Real, near a very high pine tree. According to
documents in the tribunal, he doesn't appear as de-
ceased, but as missing, He left six orphan children, not
well accepted because they were the children of a shot
unionist, My great-grandmother died with the pain of
not being able to take flowers to her father's tomb. Two
weeks after her death a monolith was put in the ceme-
tery of Rofa in the missing persons' commemoration
during the war where her father's name appeared, Do-
mingo Reyes Nifio.

At the moment many efforts are being carried
out to recover the Historical Memory; although we
could know more about it; since there are still old peo-
ple that still live sunk into fear and they even don't dare
to tell their stories. This event of “the thirteen missing
people from Rota" wasn’t an isolated fact, it is only one
of all those that happened throughout Spain and that
they should never have happened.

All this happened under the mark of a civil
war, a war that divided Spain in two, where brothers
fought against brothers, where families were destroyed.
This war sank Spain into a total chaos and finally fin-
ished with the dictatorship by the general Francisco
Franco. Finally, the dictatorship finished in 1975 with
the death of Franco and with the proclamation of Juan
Carlos I as king of Spain. Spain left this dictatorial pe-
riod, with its desires of freedom and for that reason to-
day it is a free country.

We must learn from the errors made in the past, in or-
der that history will be never repeated again.

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* Franco has died”, the TV said and I
don’t know who was that person that my fa-
ther looked with so much attention.

I asked about him. My father didn’t
want to tell me why he hated that person, be-
cause he teld me that [ would start to cry. 1
thought, why? Was this man very bad? I
asked again and he answered me: Do you
want to know the history about this man?
Well, listen to me.

“In December 1892 a baby was borm.
He was called Francisco Franco Bahamonte,
and he lived in Ferrol (Galicia). He wanted to
be in the navy, but he became military and by
the time my dad was born, Franco had already been
a governor for 20 years. My dear dad told me that a
part of army wanted a war against Spain and the
Spanish Civil War finished three years later. Franco
and his army won this war and Spain started a new
iife”.

He said to me: “You didn’t meet your grand-
father because he was murdered in a red area”.

He spoke with strange words. “Red area, the
blue and red people...”

“One day your grandfather was here with
some friends and the policemen arrived and locked
at them. They were protected and had arms to attack
them. The policemen shot at everybody who was
there, even children, and one hour later a letter ar-
rived at home, My mother opened it and when she
was reading it, she started to cry a lot, I asked why
she was crying and when she told me everything, 1
ran to my living room where the telephone was to
call him at work because I didn’t believe it, bat my
mother was telling the truth. So a lot of people died
in that time.

When the man who 1 hated so much died, in
my school a boy shouted:

- It’s great, Franco has died!

- And I saw the teachers run towards the
small boy, I was scared because the
teachers were very angry. I didn’t want
to see it, so I closed the door and I hid in
the bathroom.

I will never forget that day!”, my father said.
